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Certification Class Scholarship Program
Availability of financial resources is often a barrier to attendance at certification classes. Therefore the purpose of this program is to encourage more of our chapter members to attend classes by providing financial assistance. The classes are excellent learning and networking experiences which support the mission of our organization.

Determination of Scholarship Fund

As part of its annual program planning process and depending on availability of funds, the Executive Committee will determine the amount of money available for scholarships for the certification classes held in the current program year. In order to provide for unforeseen circumstances, this amount may be adjusted up or down at any time prior to the granting of scholarships. 

Maximum Scholarship

The maximum scholarship is determined by the Executive Committee at the time of budgeting. If more people apply for scholarships than allotted in the budget, the Executive Committee may reduce the scholarship per person to accommodate more scholarships while staying within budget.

Eligibility Criteria

· Current Active membership in NACBA North Central Chapter for a minimum of 60 days
· Paid membership of National NACBA

· Employed as a Church Business Administrator in a local church

· Local church does not pay 100% of conference expenses

Application Process

The application process will open on October 1 of each year with a deadline 2 weeks before final payment for the class is due. Persons desiring a scholarship must submit an application to the Executive Committee via the Treasurer on or before the deadline.

Selection Process

All applications received by the deadline which meet the eligibility requirements listed above will be granted based upon the following priorities:

· Date submitted – first come, first served.

· Applicants who have never received a scholarship will have priority over those who have received a scholarship in the prior year.

Applications which are not granted will not be retained for the following year. Applicants must reapply each year.

Payment of Scholarships

Scholarships will be granted at a time appropriate each year to meet the final payment deadline. Scholarships will be paid to the employer church in the name of the person to whom the scholarship has been granted.
